                                   Policies & Information   

We are a Member-Owned-and-Run Club

· As a Member owned and operated Club, we truly need our Members to volunteer at the spring and fall work days. We also strongly encourage members to serve on our Buildings-&-Grounds, Membership, and/or Finance-&-Operations committees.

· Equity members are eligible to serve on the WHBC Board of Directors (“the Board”) and to vote on WHBC issues at the stockholder meeting held every spring and at other meetings occasionally called by the Board.

· Beach Club events and announcements are posted during the swim season on the bulletin board on the deck of the ship.  Occasional emails provide additional information to members.

Hours of Operation during Summer Season

· A manager is on duty and facilities are open between 9:00 am to 9:00 pm daily, mid-June through Labor Day.

· Lifeguard hours are from noon to 5:00 pm daily, except during inclement weather.

· The Board of Directors will determine off-season rules and regulations.  

· The snack bar is open on weekend afternoons during the summer.

Safety Precautions
· Please respect the lifeguard’s need to give his or her undivided attention to the roped-in swim area and to enforce Red Cross swim protocols.

· Please be aware that swimming before or after lifeguard hours or outside the roped-off swimming area is at your own risk.

· The following items are not allowed in the roped-in swim area: boats, fishhooks, glass, and flotation devices larger than a kickboard.  
· Diving from the cement wall or cement lifeguard platform is extremely hazardous and must be avoided at all times. In addition, please refrain from roughhousing on and swimming under or behind the wooden rafts.

· Life jackets are required by State law for each person in a boat and must be worn by children under age 12.  Members may use WHBC jackets or furnish their own.  Off-season note:  from October 1st through May 31st, state law requires all persons to wear life jackets, regardless of age.

· Parents/surrogates/guardians must remain at WHBC with children younger than sixteen (16) years of age and should supervise their children in the swim area even when the lifeguard is on duty.

Boats and Docks

· WHBC is a sailing, rowing, and swimming club.  Motorboats are not allowed. 
· Canoes, rowboats, and kayaks labeled WHBC are available for member use and must be returned to the WHBC docks no later than sunset. Please try to be considerate of others when using the boats and return them within a reasonable time so others can share in the fun! 
· Sailboats are privately owned by members. Space for mooring sailboats is on first-come, first-served basis.

· If you own a boat, tell the manager its location and leave your home phone number in case of an emergency. Please be sure to secure your boat fore and aft and to use side bumpers to protect adjacent boats. Write your name on all boating equipment and other personal property. The manager has labels for your use.
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Boats and Docks (cont.)
· The ends of the docks are used for launches and landings by many boaters, so if you are relaxing in this area, please be sure to give them the right of way.  Boaters:  please do not “park” your craft at end of T-dock as this may block “incoming” boaters. 

Guests

· Guests are welcome at all times when accompanied by a host member. Upon their arrival, please log their names in the Guest Notebook located in the Ship and pay $5/person to the manager.  Children under age 2 are free.

· Long-term, non-local houseguests are charged a maximum of $20 per seven consecutive days.

· Members shall inform their guests of WHBC waterfront and boating rules.

· Parental surrogates (such as a babysitter or nanny) shall be at least 18 yrs. old and shall pay the $5 guest fee each visit OR a flat fee of $50.00 per year.  Please provide parental surrogate’s name to the manager for the summer season.

· The Party Room and adjacent picnic area may be rented by members for group parties with approval by the Board of Directors.  See manager for availability of dates and rental fees.

Environmental – help keep the water clean!

· Please do not use soap or detergents in the lake or dispose of tobacco, food, trash or other pollutants in the lake or in any area draining into the lake. 

· Members are responsible for carrying out their trash and recyclables to the bins in the parking lot.  Please sort trash and recyclables according the labels on the bins.

· Pets are not allowed at the Club during the summer season. 

Lockers

· Each membership (family, couple, individual) comes with a locker.  After selecting a vacant locker in the Ship or ping-pong room, kindly label it with your name (see manager for labels).  By Labor Day we suggest you take home any contents you don’t want to “over winter” in your locker.
Parking  

· Parking spaces are at a premium.  Please park at a normal distance from adjacent cars. 
Liability

· WHBC is not responsible for loss or damage to boats or other private property resulting from fire, theft, accident, or other cause beyond the control of WHBC. 

Other
· Kindly behave in a way that preserves the quiet, relaxing atmosphere of WHBC. For example, please do not broadcast music from “boom-boxes” or similar devices.

· The Lost-and-Found box is located in the lower level of the Ship.

· All land bordering the lake is private property, including the island.  Please don’t trespass.
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
